In  RE we are explor ing
Christ ianity and in PE we are learning the games of  Rounders and Golf .   Art  wi l l  be using our hands to create
some amazing 3d sculptures. . .so watch out for  their  creations coming home!

Our writ ing this week has been incredible- our chi ldren have written a story with a moral  ending and
publ ished a f inal  piece.  We have enjoyed PE this week,  working as a team. Homework for  year 5 wi l l  be a
reading comprehension and for year 6 they have 3 pieces of  a mixture of  maths and grammar.
